	Teaching children that impulsivity and impulsive decision making is acceptable because someone will always be there to help you is not projecting a positive image for women. To make matters worse, in “The Little Mermaid”, it is always a man coming to her rescue. King Triten, Scuttle, Flounder, Sebastien and Prince Eric all have to come to the resuce of the princess at one point or another. The film makers use the “damsel in distress” scenes to show how helpless Ariel is on her own. We see this when she makes the decisions to give up her voice in return for legs, but can’t swim. We also see it when she arrives on shore with legs and no voice and cannot communicate and needs to be rescued by Eric. We see a similar culture of enablement when parents refuse to allow their children to fail and always come to their rescue. Children need to learn how to fail and how to recover from failure. Young girls also need to learn that they can in fact take care of themselves and do not need a man to save them. Disney’s Tangled displays another storyline where a woman makes an impulsive decision to leave her home and depends on a man she has known for a few minutes to take care of her and get her out of difficult situations.  These stories influence young children to believe that impulsive decisions will result in happily-ever-afters and that if they encounter any problems there will be a strong man there to save them.
